Nacogdoches was the first official town in Texas, earning the nickname ñThe Oldest Town in Texasò, and is the largest pro-
ducer of blueberries in Texas. Nacogdoches is characterized by it's beautiful brick streets in the Downtown district. There's 
plenty to do here on your downtime, with two lakes (Nacogdoches and Naconiche) and countless trails. If the Outdoors isn't 
your thing, just head over to the Nacogdoches Main Street or Convention & Visitors Bureau Facebook page to see whatôs 
going on this weekend. From the Wine Swirl event to The Texas Blueberry Festival, there is something always happening. 

The first clash between Mexican and Texans occurred on August 2, 1832 with the Battle of Nacogdoches. Aided by local 
resident Adolphus Sterne, a group of Texas revolutionaries forced the Mexican garrison out of Nacogdoches, and freeing 
East Texas from military rule.
