We will end in 
the Ft. Smith area, and stay overnight returning on Sun-
day. 

We will meet on Saturday morning, May 16th at the 
Shell Gas Station, on the corner of Chenal Parkway and 
Hwy 10 in West Little Rock.  We will meet at 8:00am, 
with drivers' meeting and departure at 8:30am. 

A morning drive will take us past Pinnacle Mountain and 
then up Mount Petit Jean, where after a short stop we’ll 
continue on to have lunch at Fat Daddy's BBQ in Lon-
don, AR. 

Lunch will be on each person’s own at the restaurant !! 
Enjoy a delicious meal of classic Southern BBQ. Before 
you even walk through the doors, you'll smell and see 
the hickory smoke coming from the back of the building. 

Most luncheon choices are around $10, and there is 
usually a daily special. 

After lunch, we’ll head to Mount Nebo then on to Mount 
Magazine, after which we’ll head to Ft. Smith for an 
evening meal together at Rolando’s and a stay at one of 
the downtown hotels, the Courtyard Marriott Downtown

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A TSD Rallye is very different from our usual concept 
of motor sports. Each competing team, consisting of a 
driver and a navigator, is given a set of written in-
structions which are used to follow a pre-determined 
course. Each team drives the course independently, 
usually at several minute intervals, following the writ-
ten instructions, or route instructions, exactly ….. as 
well as maintaining a given average speed, which will 
always be legal. You will earn a score based on how 
close you come to arriving perfectly “on time”.  

We return again this year to RoundTop, and the North Little Rock area for an afternoon. Meet us in the 
Academy Sports parking lot in Sherwood at the Wildwood exit off 67/167 at 12:30pm, with a drivers’ 
meeting at 12:50pm and first car off at 1:00pm. This is a simple, no trap, course-following TSD rally. We 
will also be playing trip poker, so bring $5 if you want to participate. Hope to see you all there!  

The Rallye should last between 2 and 2.5 hours.
